Resolution 2004-11

A RESOLUTION BY THE CITY OF MEXICO BEACH, FLORIDA, RELATING TO THE BUILDING DEPARTMENT LICENSING REQUIREMENTS CONTAINED WITHIN ORDINANCE 450.  EXTENDING THE CLASS AND TEST REQUIREMENTS DEADLINE UNTIL SEPTEMBER 1, 2005 FOR CERTAIN CONTRACTORS.

WHEREAS, the City Construction Industry Licensing Board requests the City Council allow the Board to grand-father properly licensed contractors from the City of Mexico Beach, Gulf County, and Bay County on a case by case basis until August 31, 2005.  The grand-fathering would be in regard to the license requirement which requires all contractors to have taken the business and law test and the standard block test.  All contractors shall meet all requirements of Ordinance 450, including the business and law class testing requirements, by September 1, 2005.

WHEREAS, the City Council of Mexico Beach, Florida has determined that this Resolution should be enacted and is in the best interest of the City, and

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY TH CITY COUNCIL OF MEXICO BEACH FLORIDA, THAT,

The City hereby interprets its Ordinance 450 as set forth above for certain items and pursuant to the requirements of Ordinance 450 to all properly licensed contractors until September 1, 2005 to meet the class and testing requirements for business and law classes in order to perform work in Mexico Beach City limits.
