
ORDINANCE NO. 88 

AN ORDINANCE RESCINDING ORDINANCE NUMBER 46 
AND RECREATING AND PROVIDING FOR THE MANAGEMENT 
OF THE MEXICO BEACH VOLUNTEER FIRE DEPARTMENT. 

WHEREAS, the Town' Cou n c i l i s of the opinion that i t i s necessary 
f o r the p r o t e c t i o n and p r e s e r v a t i o n of the peace, s a f e t y , h e a l t h and property 
of the town and i t s i n h a b i t a n t s , now, t h e r e f o r e , BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PEOPLE 
OF THE TOWN OF MEXICO BEACH: 

Sec t i o n 1. ORGANIZATION. There i s hereby organized, created and 
e s t a b l i s h e d w i t h i n the town, a volunteer f i r e department to be known as the 
Mexico Beach Volunteer F i r e Department. The s u p e r v i s i o n , c o n t r o l , compensa­
t i o n , s e l e c t i o n , q u a l i f i c a t i o n , d u t i e s , appointment and enrollment of the 
members thereof s h a l l be as provided i n t h i s ordinance. 

S e c t i o n 2. RESPONSIBILITY & CONTROL. The f i r e c h i e f of the town 
s h a l l have c o n t r o l of a l l volunteer firemen i n so f a r as such c o n t r o l s h a l l 
be necessary to assure the proper f u n c t i o n i n g and c a r r y i n g out the purpose 
of the volunteer f i r e department, s u b j e c t , however, to the s u p e r v i s i o n of the 
f i r e commissioner, and subject to the p r o v i s i o n s of t h i s ordinance or the 
Charter of the Town. 

Se c t i o n 3. RULES & BY-LAWS. The volunteer firemen may make and 
promulgate t h e i r own r u l e s and by-laws p r o v i d i n g f o r the r e g u l a t i o n and 
government of the volunteer f i r e department. Provided, however, that such 
r u l e s and by-laws s h a l l not be i n c o n f l i c t w i t h the p r o v i s i o n s of t h i s 
ordinance and of the Charter of the Town. Such r u l e s and by-laws s h a l l be 
reviewed and approved or disapproved by the Town C o u n c i l . 

S e c t i o n 4. APPOINTMENT OF MEMBERS. At the f i r s t r e g u l a r meeting 
of the month of the Town Cou n c i l the f i r e c h i e f w i l l submit i n w r i t i n g a 
r o s t e r c o n t a i n i n g the name of each person who has, during the preceding month, 
been a member of the volunteer f i r e department or has made a p p l i c a t i o n f o r 
membership t h e r e i n . I f there appears upon the r o s t e r of members the name of 
any person not p r e v i o u s l y duly appointed and e n r o l l e d as a member of the 
volunteer f i r e department, the Town Cou n c i l s h a l l approve or disapprove such 
new member, by motion, and such approval or di s a p p r o v a l s h a l l be entered i n the 
minutes of the meeting, at which time such persons s h a l l be deemed to have been 
duly appointed and e n r o l l e d or r e j e c t e d as a member. 

Se c t i o n 5. QUALIFICATIONS OF MEMBERS. Any person may be e l i g i b l e 
f o r membership i n the volunteer f i r e department who s h a l l be eighteen (18) 
years of age or over and i n good p h y s i c a l h e a l t h , the volunteer f i r e department 
may, by i t s own r u l e s and by-laws, e s t a b l i s h any other q u a l i f i c a t i o n s f o r 
membership as to them may be reasonable and necessary. 

S e c t i o n 6. NUMBER OF MEMBERS. The membership of the volunteer 
f i r e department s h a l l not exceed t h i r t y (30) members, and s h a l l c o n t a i n i n 
a d d i t i o n to the f i r e c h i e f at l e a s t two (2) ass i s t a n c e f i r e c h i e f s ; one (1) 
a d m i n i s t r a t i v e and one (1) o p e r a t i o n a l , e l e c t e d by the volunteer f i r e depart­
ment members as provided i n i t s r u l e s and by-laws. 

Se c t i o n 7. WAGES-COMPENSATION. Wages or compensation f o r the 
members of the volunteer f i r e department s h a l l be paid by the Town at the 
time, and computed i n the manner f o l l o w i n g : A l i s t of members attending 
f i r e s , r e g u l a r l y scheduled d r i l l s or meetings of the volunteer f i r e department 
s h a l l be submitted to the Town Co u n c i l at a r e g u l a r meeting of each month, 
c e r t i f i e d by the f i r e c h i e f or a d m i n i s t r a t i v e a s s i s t a n t c h i e f . The Town C l e r k 
s h a l l be d i r e c t e d to pay each member a sum of two d o l l a r s ($2.00) f o r one 
scheduled d r i l l or meeting per month and two d o l l a r s ($2.00) f o r each and 
every f i r e attended by such member. This does not preclude a d d i t i o n a l non­
payment d r i l l s or meetings to be scheduled during t h i s p e r i o d . A member may 
d i r e c t payment to the volunteer f i r e department fund. Disbursement of such 
monies from the volunteer f i r e department fund s h a l l be as provided i n the 
r u l e s and by-laws of the volunteer f i r e department. 



S e c t i o n 8. MEMBERSHIP AND PARTICIPATION. Membership and p a r t i c i ­
p a t i o n by the members of the volunteer f i r e department, as w e l l as attendance 
at f i r e s , r e g u l a r l y scheduled d r i l l s or meetings s h a l l be e n t i r e l y on a 
volunteer b a s i s , and no person, because of such membership, s h a l l be compelled 
to attend any s p e c i f i c number of f i r e s , d r i l l s or meetings. The volunteer 
f i r e department may, by the p r o v i s i o n s of i t s r u l e s and by-laws, provide f o r 
the d i s m i s s a l or disenrollment of any member of the volunteer f i r e department 
who s h a l l appear to be avoiding or s h i r k i n g h i s duty w i t h regard to attendance 
at f i r e s , d r i l l s and/or meetings without good cause. The Town C o u n c i l may a l s o 
f o r good cause shown, dismiss or d i s e n r o l l any member of the volunteer f i r e 
department. 

S e c t i o n 9. DRILLS AND MEETINGS. There s h a l l be a minimum of one (1) 
d r i l l or meeting of the volunteer f i r e department held i n each month. Time, 
date and place of such d r i l l or meeting to be provided f o r i n the r u l e s and 
by-laws of the volunteer f i r e department. 

S e c t i o n 10. EFFECTIVE DATE. This ordinance s h a l l take e f f e c t as 
provided by law.
