RESOLUTION 2002-01

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF MEXICO BEACH, FLORIDA, TO SUPPORT FUNDING FOR THE ENHANCEMENT OF THE REGION’S TRANSPORTATION SYSTEM BY THE WIDENING OF HIGHWAY 71 TO FOUR LANES.

WHEREAS, The City of Port St. Joe and Gulf County are recovering from Economic Concern by the Governor; and

WHEREAS, Gulf County has been designated an Area of Critical Economic Concern by the Governor; and

WHEREAS, Gulf County and the Cities of Port St. Joe and Wewahitchka have identified and adopted Enterprise Zones to attract business growth and that business growth is dependent on an efficient and reliable transportation network of roads, and

WHEREAS, Highway 71 has been listed as a hurricane evacuation route and it was recommended in the Gulf County Local Mitigation Strategy Plan to add one or two lanes as such a corridor; and

WHEREAS, the Florida Department of Transportation’s District 3 Intercity Truck Freight Movement Study recommended the four-laning of Highway 71 for the safe and efficient movement of goods in trucks; and

WHEREAS, Economic Development is dependent upon an adequate transportation system for moving goods from manufacturing facilities and our deep-water port; and 

WHEREAS, the City of Mexico Beach supports Gulf County and the Port St. Joe Port Authority’s efforts to better serve this region both economically and with appropriate evacuation routes.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City of Mexico Beach hereby expresses its support for the four-laning of Highway 71 from its terminus in Port St. Joe, Florida, to its intersection with Interstate 10 in Jackson County, Florida.
