RESOLUTION 2003-3

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF MEXICO BEACH, FLORIDA, RELATING TO THE FLORIDA LEAGUE OF CITIES CHARTER, ARTICLE III – MEMBERHSIP, VOTING AND DUES.  BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MEXICO BEACH, FLORIDA:

WHEREAS, the City of Mexico Beach, a dully constituted municipality since 1967, and presently a member of the Florida League of Cities;

WHEREAS, the purpose of the Florida League of Cities as defined in Charter Article III- Purpose is to act as a resource for the purpose of mutual assistance in the solution of municipal problems and to represent its members before legislature, executive and judicial branches of government on issues pertaining to the welfare of its members; and 

WHEREAS, the Florida League of Cities Charter, Article III- Membership, Voting and Dues, Section 1, Line 1, - “The membership of this corporation shall be limited to governmental agencies rendering municipal services.” By this verbiage, the Florida League of Cities has opened full membership not only to Cities, but to Counties and Special Districts that provide municipal services.  We find this inclusive contrary to the purposes of the Florida League of Cities, and detrimental in its effectiveness as an organization.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the City Council of the City of Mexico Beach, Florida:

1. An agenda item will exist for action at the August 2003 General Session, and asking for a vote on it of the entire membership.  The item will suggest a replacement in verbiage of Article III – Membership, Voting, and Dues; line one, from “The membership of this corporation shall be limited to governmental agencies rendering municipal services.” to read “The membership of this corporation shall be limited to municipalities – cities, towns, and villages incorporated by special action of the legislature as provided in FL-165.041 and Article VIII, Section 2 of the Florida Constitution.”

2. Notice of the proposed change (will) be mailed to each such member (regular members in good standing), as per Florida League of Cities Charter Article VII – Amendments.
3. The City of Mexico Beach, Florida supports this change.
