RESOLUTION NO. 2004-13

A RESOUTION BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MEXICO BEACH, BAY COUNTY, FLORIDA, CREATING THE FIRE APPARATUS SPECIFICATIONS COMMITTEE AND AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the Mayor and City Council desire to create a Fire Apparatus Specifications Committee to consider the need, type, and funding options regarding the acquisition of a fire truck and related equipment, and 

WHEREAS, this Committee shall be comprised of the City Council liaison for the Department of Public Safety, the Chief of the Department of Public Safety, two (2) volunteer members of the Fire Division, and three (3) citizens of Mexico Beach, and

WHEREAS, the Committee shall meet no less than once per month for a time period through September 30, 2005 unless extended by City Council.  The Committee shall meet to discuss, plan, and develop the specifications necessary to purchase fire apparatus for the Mexico Beach Department of Public Safety – Fire Division, and

WHEREAS, the Committee shall not serve as a political body, and shall be empowered only to make recommendations to the City Council for their final approval, and it shall conduct all meetings in open public forums with minutes and under the requirements of the Florida Sunshine Act.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Mayor and the Council of the City of Mexico Beach, Bay County, Florida, that the Mexico Beach Department of Public Safety Fire Apparatus Specifications Committee be created as set forth above. 

This Resolution shall take effect the 12th day of October 2004.
