RESOLUTION NO. 2001-10
A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING NORTHWEST PANHANDLE TURTLE PATROL TO USE AN ALL TERRIAN VEHICLE, SIX WHEELED AMPHIBIUS , IN AGREEMENT WITH THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC SAFETY A DEPARTMENT OF THE CITY OF MEXICO BEACH AND THE CITY COUNCIL

WHEREAS, the city of Mexico Beach has determined that it is in the best interests of the City that the Department of Public Safety enter into an agreement with the Northwest Panhandle Turtle Patrol to use and care for an All Terrian Vehicle;

AND WHEREAS, the city of Mexico Beach has determined that this All Terrian Vehicle has no current operational use for the Department of Public Safety;

AND WHEREAS, the Northwest Panhandle Turtle Patrol has a need for such vehicle to perform vital functions for the organization to ensure the proper location and daily inspection of nests of the endangered sea turtles;

AND WHEREAS, the Northwest Panhandle Turtle Patrol is a not for profit organization and has no funding available for a purchase of such unit;

AND WHEREAS, the Northwest Panhandle Turtle Patrol agrees to maintain, repair, provide all fluids and fuels, miscellaneous upkeep, and assume all liability from the use and by using of the All Terrain Vehicleand accepts these provisions;

AND WHEREAS, the Northwest Panhandle Turtle Patrol agrees to cease using said property and return such property to the City of Mexico Beach upon the dissolution of said organization, or upon the decision of said organization not to utilize the All Terrain Vehicle for organization functions.

AND WHEREAS, the city of Mexico Beach has determined that it is in the best interest of the city that this resolution be enacted, therefore;

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF MEXICO BEACH, FLORIDA:

That this resolution as set forth above shall take effect upon passage.
